MONITORS are needed for all class sessions. Monitors collect the attendance and record absences in the
record book. They check on classes during class time to see if teachers need anything. Monitors are asked to
call families if their a is absent to make sure that the child is safely at home.

NOTICE: All volunteers are required to complete a CORI each year and take the Protecting God’s Children
Workshop only once to be certified and sign a Code of Conduct agreement. Teachers must sign a Catechist
Covenant that states that they will teach according to the Truths and Traditions of Jesus Christ.

TEEN HELPERS NEEDED DURING THE YEAR: High school teens may teach a lower grade class with an

adult if they have received the Sacrament of Confirmation. Teens are also needed for the Grade 2 Inscription
Mass, the Grade 2 Family Retreat, the Stations of the Cross on Good Friday and the First Communion
Masses scheduled in May/June 2024. Volunteering can be part of their required service hours.
