The Feast of the Ascension of Jesus Christ is celebrated each year on the fortieth day after the Feast of Pascha
(Easter). Since the date of Pascha changes each year, the date of the Feast of the Ascension also changes. The
Feast is always celebrated on a Thursday and marks an event of such importance that it is a Holy Day of
Obligation. This means that Catholics attend Mass this day as on a Sunday. The Feast itself commemorates
when, on the fortieth day after His Resurrection, Jesus led His disciples to the Mount of Olives, and after blessing
them and asking them to wait for the fulfillment of the promise of the Holy Spirit, He ascended into heaven.

"So then the Lord Jesus, after he spoke to them, was taken up into heaven and took his seat at the right hand of
God. But they went forth and preached everywhere, while the Lord worked with them and confirmed the word
through accompanying signs”. (Mk. 16:19-20).

The Gospel of Mark ends with this phrase. Jesus says farewell to his companions to return to his Father with
whom he has inaugurated the Kingdom of God. This is a joyful guarantee that this is where we are headed on
our journey. Jesus did not come only to give us a new way to live, but that this new way to live might find its
orientation and goal. Thus, the things of this world might become our way to heaven, and that everything, even
moments that are difficult and contradictory in life, might take on new meaning.

The Ascension most certainly marks the completion of Jesus’s earthly life. But it is also a mystery of our own
lives, it holds a truth about ourselves: just as He ascended into Heaven and sits at the right hand of the Father, so
we too are made for this same “ascension”, this return to the Father. All of creation, as Saint Paul recalls, “awaits
with eager expectation...to share in the glorious freedom of the children of God” (Rom. 8:19-21). Jesus’s
Ascension in body and soul also tells us that our life, body included, is not an obstacle, but a way to reach
Heaven. This is why we are called to make everything we are and do an “offering that is pleasing to God”".
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Mission: “To Know Christ and to Make Him Known!”

Dear Members of the St. Mary’s Parish Family,

A few months ago,
I led our Middle
School Youth
Group on a tour of
the Cathedral of the
Holy Cross in
Boston. During
our time there, we
joined in a circle
around the altar
and prayed for an
end to the horrific
war in the Holy
Land.

We prayed for the
victims of the
October 7 attack,
and for the tens of
thousands of innocent Gaza civilians killed in the
subsequent war of reprisal. We prayed for peace.

My tour ended with visits to the various stained-glass
windows, including the one shown above — Our Lady
Breaker of Chains and Liberator of Prisoners. Before
her image, we prayed for the safety and release of the
Israeli hostages. We prayed also for everyone
involved in the conflict to be freed from the fear,
anger, and hatred that have so long marred the lands
made holy by Christ.

As this and other wars drag on, it would be easy to
despair of resolution. We might even be tempted to
feel our prayers for peace are so much wasted breath.
We might forget the beautiful witness of Mary, who
stood resolute before the Cross of her innocent Son’s
suffering. Mary, who kept faith even when it seemed
that darkness had triumphed; and whose faith was
rewarded on Easter Day.

As we enter now Our Lady’s Month of May, let us
pray with renewed vigor for peace. Let us ask Mary
to intercede for her Son’s grace upon Israel, Palestine,
Ukraine, Sudan, Haiti, and every place where His love
does not yet hold sway.

Talk With Your Teen

- Personal safety and a safe prom
night/graduation is everyone’s priority.

- Teens crave clear and consistent limits and
want to know expectations and consequences;
this is a big stress relief for them.

- You are the strongest influence on your teen.

Talk with them early and often this prom
and graduation season about the dangers
of drinking, drugs, and peer pressure.

- Give teens the opportunity to share their
thoughts with open-ended questions -
jumpstart with: What are you excited about?

Is anything causing you stress? Are you feeling
pressure about prom/graduation? What myths
have you heard about prom/graduation
parties? When you think of prom/graduation
what peer pressure comes to mind? It is also
good to share your thoughts as well as how
you might manage different situations.

- Talk with other parents/caregivers — most
are not okay with parties that involve alcohol
or drugs.

- Binge drinking is a set up for teens to make
bad decisions and to lose control when it
comes to sexual behavior, criminal mischief,
violent behavior, or using illicit drugs.

Fully charge phones
for safety and selfies!

Prom and graduation are to be celebrated!
Most students make healthy lifestyle choices
throughout their school experience which
includes these very events. Encourage
accountability and safety through the
“buddy-system” to support healthy and

fun celebrations.

Trusting your teen is key! Part of giving trust is
discussing pre- and post- prom/graduation
party plans. Let your teen know they can call or
text anytime for any reason — you can discuss
details later. Have a code, emoji, or word they
can share to ask for help especially if they are
in an unsafe situation. You and your teen can

think ahead, plan for potentially tricky situations,

and determine ways that can keep them,
their friends, and all kids safe.
